On the occasion of the National Made in Italy Day, yesterday afternoon in Rome, in the hall of 
honor of Palazzo Piacentini, the headquarters of the Ministry of Business and Made in Italy, the 
exhibition "Made in Italy, female enterprise" was opened; it promotes the figure of one hundred 
Italian female entrepreneurs who have established themselves in their sectors, contributing, with 
courage and determination, to the economic, social and civil growth of Italy.
